Head Band Director 
 
"It is my job to create a 'partnership' with those entrusted to me by the 
community in which I serve. The 'partnership' allows me to teach, and the 
students to learn, at quicker paces and higher levels because the student comes 
to realize that he/she is building a partnership for his/her success both 
academically and for life." This is the corner stone of two-time "teacher of the 
year" and four-time "outstanding educator" recipient, Bobby W. Heathcock. 
 
A 1977 graduate of Galena Park High School (Houston) and the University of 
Houston, twenty-two year veteran educator, Bobby W. Heathcock is beginning 
his sixth year for the 2007-2008 academic year at Conroe High School's 
Director of Bands. Previously, he served Galena Park ISD's North Shore High 
School as Assistant Band Director, Goose Creek CISD's Robert E. Lee High 
School as Assistant Band Director and Head Orchestra Director and Aldine 
ISD's C. W. Nimitz High School as Director of Bands. 
 
Known as one who possesses the ability to increase numbers and quality in band and orchestra programs 
through innovative motivational and instructional techniques, each of Mr. Heathcock's orchestras and bands 
have doubled and tripled in enrollment. They additionally have earned regional and national attention and 
acclaim for educational excellence and superior musicianship through the earning of many Texas UIL 1st 
division awards., sweepstakes awards, regional and national festival 1st division and "Best in Class" awards in 
just about every festival competition in America including the coveted "Honor Band" title at the "nationals" 
competition of the Grand National Adjudicators invitational. 
 
Mr. Heathcock has served on many committees during his career including: teacher of the year selection, state 
textbook adoption, peer mediation/intervention for students in conflict, vertical teaming and curriculum writing. 
When called upon, he also serves the University Interscholastic League by "hosting" UIL regional marching 
contests, area marching contests and concert and sight-reading contests. He also has served as Region 19 and 
Region 9 band organizer and continues to serve as Region 9 band organizer for the Texas Music Educators 
Association All-Region Band Concerts. 
 
Bobby Heathcock is an active clinician and guest speaker as he has delivered school district "in-services" on 
"concert band rehearsal techniques", "building bigger and better band programs" and “marching band 
perceptions and expectations". A three-time Denius UIL Outstanding Sponsor "local" Award recipient, he has 
served as guest speaker for Future Teachers of America groups. Bobby has had the honor of serving as guest 
brass clinician for the Texas All-State Philharmonic Orchestra at the Texas Music Educators Association All-
State Clinic and Convention in San Antonio and has served as guest speaker/panelist for the Texas Bandmasters 
Association Clinic and Convention also held in San Antonio. 
 
Mr. Heathcock, an eight-time nominee to the Who's Who Among Teachers is also in constant demand 
throughout the Greater Houston Area as contest adjudicator, concert and marching band clinician and all-city 
concert band clinician and conductor. Mr. Heathcock currently holds memberships in the TBA, TMEA and 
TMAA and is a past member of the TODA.

While attending Sam Houston State University, Dawn was 
involved in the rebuilding of curriculum and instruction for the 
school of music and percussion studio by being an active 
member of almost every performing ensemble and striving to 
help improve the standards of music education majors 
attending the university. 
 
Dawn Martinez has been a part of many performing groups 
around the Greater Houston Area and continues to be a valued 
and requested percussion specialist and performer for many 
churches, community organizations and concert halls.

She has been a major 
contributor to helping restore Conroe percussion and band as The Band of Montgomery County for the past four 
years.

Frank Chambers 
Associate Band Director 
 
Mr. Chambers graduated from Madison High School in San Antonio in 1998 and earned his Bachelors in 
Performance. He was Applied in Bassoon from the University of 
Houston in 2002. He was a member of the region band and area 
bands all four years of his high school career and was a member of 
the All-State Band three times, being named first chair All-State 
Band in 1997. 
 
Upon graduation from high school, Frank attended the University of 
Houston. While there, he performed in the UH Wind Ensemble with 
Mr. Eddie Green and Mr. Tom Bennett, the UH Symphony 
Orchestra with Franz Krager and the University of Houston, Cougar 
Marching Band under David Bertman. In addition to his school 
performances, Mr. Chambers performed in various local orchestras. Over the course of his undergraduate 
degree, he taught private bassoon and saxophone lessons for a range of schools: Langham Creek HS, Cy-Falls 
HS, Reagan HS, Cy-Springs HS, and their feeders. Mr. Chambers graduated in 2002 Magna Cum Laude. 
 
Immediately following graduation, Frank earned a position as the woodwind swing in the Broadway show Blast 
II: Shockwave. This show, the sequel to the Tony Award-winning Blast I, performed regularly at Disney’s 
Epcot Center in Orlando for the summer, where he performed the role of lead alto sax. Following the summer, 
the show began a nine month tour of the United States, on which Mr. Chambers performed on flute, alto flute, 
soprano, alto, tenor, and bari sax, clarinet and bass clarinet. At the completion of the tour the show was 
revamped and re-released as Cyberjam in London’s West End for a four month run. 
 
Frank returned to Houston in 2004 to begin work on his Masters degree, resuming his private teaching and 
adding schools in Spring and in Conroe. He has used the expertise he learned in Shockwave and Cyberjam to 
assist the Klein Forest HS, Spring HS, and Oak Ridge HS Marching Bands. He has also consulted on and 
produced stage productions with Judson HS, Spring HS, and the University of Houston. 
 
Mr. Chambers is thrilled to be a part of something as exciting and tradition-filled as the Conroe Band. He looks 
forward to working hard on continuing the path of excellence down which the band has begun to travel.
